initiative for raising awareness of the role of Bible 
translation. In the year and a half since its inception, 
God has used it among mission organizations; denomi-
national leaders; seminaries and Bible schools; and 
many churches throughout the Philippines. Pray that 
God will bring additional staff for greater capacity  
and influence among the church in the Philippines.

ways to cooperate with other entities to guarantee the 
continuation of their ministry. Pray for wisdom and 
strength.

• Wycliffe Finland is actively involved in promoting  

Bible translation and literacy work in their region. 
Pray especially for the Finnish Romani translation 
project. This 10,000 speaker minority group does not 
yet have the New Testament in their heart language. 
Pray also for the JESUS film project in the Romani 
language. The project requires that believers in the 
community get behind the initiative. URGENCY 

 
• Pray for the work of Wycliffe Hungary as they are 

starting a new chapter of the organization, having 
moved to the capital city Budapest. May this change 
be a blessing to the whole Hungarian church and to 
Wycliffe Hungary. PARTNERSHIPS, CAPACITY BUILDING  

 
• Wycliffe UK wants to serve church youth groups    

(13–18 years) through resources, day events and over-
seas trips. Pray that youth group leaders find and use 
the resources. Pray that God will awaken a passion for 
missions to the nations in these youngsters.

• Personnel shortages in Papua New Guinea remain 

critical. There are still over 300 languages with transla-
tion needs, with very few new language teams in the 
pipeline. There are also urgent support roles to be 
filled, especially nurses and center managers. Please 
pray for people to fill these jobs. CAPACITY BUILDING 

 
• Pray for planning involved in getting a team to help 

with the dedication and distribution of the Natqgu 
New Testament in the Solomon Islands in July 2008. 
Pray that God would bring a good team together and 
that their teaching of the SALT (Scripture Application 
Leadership Training) courses will help many people 

understand how to effectively use the Scriptures.

• A few translation projects in Vanuatu are facing prob-

lems of supply; shipping to southern islands is very 
erratic at the moment. In particular, pray for a new 
team settled on the southern most island recently   
facing these unanticipated difficulties. SUSTAINABILITY 

 
• Praise God for the spirit of cooperation in the        

MissioNZ Centre where five agencies work together: 
MAF; Middle East Christian Outreach; New Zealand 
Church Missionary Society (Anglican); World Out-
reach; and Wycliffe New Zealand.
